MATERIAL REVISION TO RENEWAL CHARTER PETITION OF

This Material Revision to the Renewal Charter Petition of OFL – WSH, LLC (“Material Revision”) is made between William S. Hart Union High School District (“District”), a California public school district and OFL – WSH, LLC, a California limited liability company, dba Opportunities for Learning Public Charter School (“Charter School”). This Material Revision is to be read in conjunction with and shall expressly amend the Renewal Charter of Charter School approved by District’s Board on April 19, 2017. The effective date of this Material Revision is the date the District’s Board approves the Material Revision. 

WHEREAS, Charter School’s Renewal Charter Petition was previously approved by the District’s Board on April 19, 2017 for a term commencing on July 1, 2017 and expiring June 30, 2022;

WHEREAS, District and Charter School jointly agree to amend certain provisions of the Renewal Charter Petition;

	NOW, THERFORE, the parties hereby acknowledge the adequacy of the consideration given for this Material Revision and, notwithstanding any provision to the contrary set forth in the Charter, the parties hereto expressly agree as follows: 

1. Material Revision to the Renewal Charter Petition 
The following addresses are hereby added to the end of Section I. “Resource Centers” on Page 83:

2. Opportunities for Learning has opened resource centers outside of the District boundaries but within Los Angeles County. The courts recently held in Anderson Union High School District v. Shasta Secondary Home School, that a charter school may not locate a resource center outside of the authorizer’s boundaries and within the same county. In response to the court ruling, the State Board of Education adopted a waiver policy to allow charter schools to seek a waiver to continue in their locations through June 30, 2018, to provide time for charter schools to come into compliance with the Charter Schools Act location requirements. Opportunities for Learning’s request for a material revision to add these resource centers back in is contingent upon being granted a Waiver by the State Board of Education.  Opportunities for Learning seeks the Hart District Board’s approval to submit a waiver to the State Board of Education.  Should the Hart District agree to apply for a waiver, these Resource Centers would continue in operation until the State Board Of Education takes action on the waiver request.  Should the State Board of Education take action to approve a waiver, OFL would be allowed to continue in their resource center locations through June 30, 2018, to provide time for them to come into compliance with the Charter Schools Act location requirements.  Should the State Board of Education take action to deny the waiver, Opportunities for Learning agrees to close their Resource Centers and cease operations in compliance with the law.

3. In the event that any third party shall initiate litigation, as defined by the Ralph M. Brown Act, Government Code section 54956.9(c), against the District as a result of Charter School’s locations and/or operations resource centers located in alleged violation of Education Code §§ 47605 and 47605.1, Charter School hereby agrees to defend, with counsel of the District’s choice (and pay all attorneys’ fees and costs associated therewith), indemnify and hold harmless District from any loss or liability resulting therefrom, provided, however, that Charter School’s obligations hereunder shall not apply to a defense or liability arising as a result of the District’s own negligence or other misconduct (with sole exception of any claim made against the District that the geographic locations of Charter School’s learning centers are illegal).

4. Except as expressly stated in this Material Revision, all other terms and conditions of the Renewal Charter Petition shall continue in full force and effect without modification. In the event of any conflict or inconsistency between the provisions, terms and conditions in the Renewal Charter Petition and those in this Material Revision, the terms in this Material Revision shall govern and prevail.
