The Fernandeño Tatavíam Band of Mission 

Indians (FTBMI) are the first inhabitants 

of the Simi, San Fernando, Santa Clari-

ta and Antelope Valleys. Currently, 

they are a state-recognized sover-

eign Indian nation of roughly 900 

citizens living in Los Angeles 

County, California. Their people 

descend from the villages that Hart 

High school and William S. Hart Un-

ion High School District occupy. 

In 1797 the San Fernando Mis-

sion began to enslave 

the Indigenous Peoples in northern Los Angeles Coun-

ty. The population of enslaved people, called Fernandeñ-

os, drastically decreased due to a change in lifestyle, harsh 

conditions and foreign diseases.  In 1843 the Fernandeñ-

os petitioned the Mexican government for land and re-

ceived over 18,000 acres in the San Fernando Valley. In 

the American period, the Fernandeños attempted to de-

fend their lands in local and state courts for several years 

but to no avail. 

Currently, Rudy Ortega, Jr. is the elected leader of the 

Tribal Government for the FTBMI.  Hart High School 

and the William S. Hart Union High School District have 

partnered with the FTBMI to uplift historically un-

derrepresented Indigenous narratives during the transition 

of the mascot and beyond.
